The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center, is hereby soliciting offers from qualified small business firms for the PI&C Contract.  This replaces the draft RFP issued on February 21, 2003.  A detailed background for this acquisition is provided in the enclosed RFP, Section L, Appendix 1, Background.  





The cost estimate, excluding fee, Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) is $85M.  This ROM is for the basic period of performance.  





Offerors are advised to read all requirements contained within the enclosure.  The following information shall be considered when preparing proposals:





Contract Structure





The PI&C Contract will be a Cost-Plus-Award-Fee contract, with a basic period of performance of 4 years and 9 months.  There will be no Award Term provisions in the contract.  The contract will have two 1-year options for the flexibility to extend contract period performance beyond the basic period.  The contract start date is anticipated to be January 1, 2004, with a phase-in period 


(Firm-fixed price) prior to contract start.  Authorization to perform work under this contract will be through the issuance of Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) and Level of Effort (LOE) task orders.

Proposal Submissions

June 11, 2003, with the exception of Volume III, Past Performance and Section K, Representations and Certifications, and Other Statements of Offerors. Volume III and Section K are due no later than 2:00 p.m. central time, May 28, 2003.  (Note:  After 2:30 p.m., incoming packages cannot be screened by JSC Security until the following business day.)





In accordance with the proposal instructions in Section L, the proposals are to be submitted in hard copy and CD ROM.  In addition, Offerors are requested to provide a copy of their cost proposal to the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency office at the time proposals are submitted in order to expedite proposal evaluations.  





Proposals that arrive after the prescribed time for receipt of proposals will be considered late and treated in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors-Competitive Acquisitions.”
