The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC), is hereby soliciting offers for the International Space Station (ISS) MIC.  This replaces the draft RFP issued on February 20, 2003, in its entirety.  Answers to all questions received in response to the draft RFP were previously published on the ISS Contract Strategy website.  Any questions received as a result of the final RFP will be answered as an amendment.
This procurement is a small business set aside.  It is a hybrid type contract consisting of 

Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) cost-plus-award fee, Level-Of-Effort (LOE)

cost-plus-award fee, and Completion Form (CF) cost-plus-award fee will result from this solicitation.   

The Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) cost without fee is $100M.  This ROM, based on a 4 year and 9 month period of performance, was developed by the Government for planning purposes only.

As stated in Section L.8, proposals are due no later than 11:00 a.m., central time 

June 10, 2003.  Offerors are directed to Section L, Provision L.8 entitled, “Submission of Proposals”, and Provision L.14, entitled “Instructions to Offerors –Competitive Acquisitions”.

In addition, Offerors are requested to provide a copy of their cost proposal to the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency office at the time proposals are submitted in order to expedite proposal evaluations.   Offerors are also directed to Section L.17.V that specifies that proposal Volume III – Past Performance Proposal and Section K, Representation, Certification, and Other Statements of Offerors are due no later than 11:00 a.m., central time May 27, 2003.  

The proposal submitted in response to this solicitation shall include the Offeror’s name and complete address, including street, city, county, state and zip code.
