The following information is hereby provided to clarify impacts of the Iran Proliferation Act:

NASA has received a question in connection with the Cargo Mission Request for Proposals (RFP) asking for guidance on the applicability of the Iran Non-Proliferation Act of 2000, Public Law 106-178, to subcontracts with certain Russian entities.  

The Iran Non-Proliferation Act (INA) restricts certain U.S. Government payments for human spaceflight activities, including the International Space Station (ISS), to the Russian Aviation and Space Agency; any organization or entity under the jurisdiction or control of the Russian Aviation and Space Agency; or any other organization, entity, or element of the Government of the Russian Federation.  “Organization or entity under the jurisdiction or control of the Russian Aviation and Space Agency” means an organization or entity that (i) was made part of the Russian Space Agency upon its establishment on February 25, 1992; (ii) was transferred to the Russian Space Agency by decree of the Russian Government on July 25, 1994, or May 12, 1998; (iii) was or is transferred to the Russian Aviation and Space Agency or Russian Space Agency by decree of the Russian Government at any other time before, on, or after March 14, 2000; or (iv) is a joint stock company in which the Russian Aviation and Space Agency or Russian Space Agency has at any time held controlling interest.  Any organization or entity described in the previous sentence shall be deemed to be under the jurisdiction or control of the Russian Aviation and Space Agency regardless of whether (i) such organization or entity, after being part of or transferred to the Russian Aviation and Space Agency or Russian Space Agency, is removed from or transferred out of the Russian Aviation and Space Agency or Russian Space Agency; or (ii) the Russian Aviation and Space Agency or Russian Space Agency, after holding a controlling interest in such organization or entity, divests its controlling interest.  INA Sections 6(a) and 7(5).

Private Russian companies that do not fall within the detailed INA definitions described above (e.g., not now or previously a part of, or owned or controlled by, the Russian Aviation and Space Agency) are not prohibited entities under the INA.

Before providing the requested guidance, NASA is asking for information from each U.S. prime team that will submit proposals in response to the follow-on ISS Requests for Proposals and the extension of NAS 15-10000.  Specifically, identify any Russian entity proposed to be on your team at any tier and provide detailed information as to why you believe they do or do not fall within the INA definitions of a prohibited entity.  For private Russian companies that do not fall within the detailed INA definitions, documentation to be submitted could include the Russian equivalent of articles of incorporation or other legal paperwork establishing the entity as a Russian company authorized to conduct business in Russia.  Negative responses are requested if no Russian entities are on the team.  If Boeing concludes that a Russian team member is a prohibited entity under the INA, provide a statement describing the impact on the team and on NASA if this Russian entity could not participate in work under the contract because of INA restrictions.  Submit the information in writing to John E. Trahan or Lucy Yates by Noon 5/28/03.
