Descriptions:

NSTC 011, Payload Safety Review and Analysis (4 Days)

This course provides an understanding of the space shuttle and space station payload safety review process, how it relates to the overall payload integration process, and the roles and responsibilities of the various players. In addition, the student will learn the fundamentals of system safety, payload hazard analysis, hazard documentation, and presentation to the Payload Safety Review Panel (PSRP). The emphasis is on flight safety, but ground safety is also discussed.

Target Audience:  Safety, reliability, quality, and maintainability professionals, additional duty safety personnel, engineers who perform or review hazard analyses on Space Shuttle/ISS payloads, and personnel who must compile Safety Data Packages and Hazard Reports to document compliance with NSTS/ISS 13830 and NSTS 1700.7B and the NSTS 1700.7B ISS Addendum.

NSTC 016, Payload Safety Process and Requirements (1 Day - 8 Hours)

This course includes an overview of the technical, process, and documentation requirements contained in NSTS/ISS 13830, NSTS 1700.7B, and the NSTS 1700.7B ISS Addendum, including an introduction to the hazard analysis process and an explanation of system safety concepts. This course explains the relationship between payload safety and the payload integration processes. 

Target Audience:  Program management and supervisory personnel, and other engineering/support staff personnel who need a basic understanding of the payload safety review process and primary technical requirements contained in NSTS/ISS 13830, NSTS 1700.7B, and the NSTS 1700.7B ISS Addendum.
